4 The course will be taught through class instructions and simulation exercises, preferably with assistance
of practicing lawyers/retired judges. Apart from teaching the relevant provisions of law, the course may
include not less than 15 practical exercises in drafting carrying a total of 60 marks (4 marks each) and 15
exercises in Conveyancing carrying another 60 marks (4 marks each) remaining 30 marks will be given for
viva voce. Vive voce examination will be conducted by a panel consisting of internal and external members
(appointed by the Symbiosis International University).

s This course will be conducted through class instructions and simulation exercises, in association with
practicing lawyers. Evaluation will include written test (80 marks), case study (20 marks), Periodical
problem solution (20 marks) and viva-voce (30 marks). Viva voce examination will be conducted by a panel
consisting of internal and external members (appointed by the Symbiosis International University).

6 Common Electives are offered to both BA LL.B. and BBA LL.B. in order to prevent shrinking of choices
until we move to larger base of electives
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Semester X

7 This course will have three components: a. Moot Court (Three moot courts with 10 marks
each= 30 marks); b. Observance of Trial in two cases, one Civil and one Criminal (30 marks);
and c. Interviewing techniques and Pre-trial preparations and as per the given format,
cumulative Internship diary (60 marks). Each student will further observe the preparation of
documents and couft papers by the Advocate and the procedure for the filing of the suit/petition.
This will be recorded in a separate diary. In addition to the above three components, the fourth
component will be Viva Voce examination on all the above three aspects (30 marks). Vive voce
examination will be conducted by a panel consisting of internal and external members (appointed
by the Symbiosis International University).

8 Project and presentation course will expect students to research and work towards submitting
a mini thesis in the X Semester. The work will be completed under the supervision of a faculty.
The student will staft working towards this course from 5th semester onwards based on the
specialization he/she wants to work on and depending upon his/her career goals. A faculty guide
will be allotted to every student in the 5th semester and every student will maintain a log book
with details of consultation. Student will also align his internship learning and experience with
the research towards mini thesis (it can be in the form of case study, white paper, Empirical
study, Legislation drafting, action research, applied research etc) and the employerwillalso sign
the log book which will mention the alignment of the internship with the research. Out of the 6
credits 1 credit will be for consultation with the guide/s and follow-up. 2 credits will be for the
viva that would be conducted on the mini- thesis that will be submitted and the remaining credits
will be reserved for the research on various parameters. No plagiarized paper will be accepted
and the word limit for the mini thesis will be 7000 -10000.
